m Creating Learning Opportunities through Donation-based Training
With the aim of opening donation-based training courses for JSCE members from industry, Education Group
is planning to establish a framework within which colleges and universities in Japan can take part in the
creation of such learning opportunities.

o Identifying needs and working out schemes: Surveys will be conducted of industry members such as
construction companies, consultants and manufacturers to identify training needs for personnel taking part in
overseas activities, and college-level curricula will be developed to meet those needs.

o Calling for application: Colleges and universities in Japan will be invited to take part in the scheme and open
training courses to meet the needs of industry.

o Training activities: Trainees from industry are trained at colleges and universities to produce personnel
capable of taking part in overseas activities.

o Sharing of results: The status of being a trainee attending a college or university course gives him or her
opportunities to take part in activities of government organizations and foreign enterprises. Colleges and
universities can also use the results of research conducted by the trainees as part of further research.

o Administration: Participating enterprises and other organizations are also invited to make donations and
become involved in the administration of donation-based training courses.

o Schedule: The call for application will be issued in this fiscal year so that the process leading up to the
preparation for course opening can be completed by the end of this fiscal year.

m Holding Symposiums on Foreign Enterprises and Their Strategies
Symposiums on foreign enterprises and their strategies will be held as successors to the two international
construction management lectures held in the past.

o Description: These symposiums are designed to provide information on the conditions surrounding
construction projects in other countries, the state of foreign enterprises, their strategies, etc. by providing an
opportunity to hear what foreign company employees and researchers concerned really think, in order to




help in producing personnel capable of taking part in activities in other countries.
o Time: A series of symposiums will be held in the second half of this fiscal year.

The third collaborative event between Japan Society of Civil Engineers (JSCE), Turkish Chamber of Civil
Engineers (TCCE) and Istanbul Technical University (ITU) was held at Istanbul Technical University on 17 May
2013.

The one day symposium titled “Lessons learned from recent earthquakes and strategies for disaster reduction:
with a special emphasis on izmit Bay Suspension Bridge & Gebze-Orhangazi-izmir Motorway Project” was
held with more than 120 participants. 11 invited presenters gave presentation, five from Japan including Dr. M.
Hamada from Waseda Univ, and six from Turkey including the President of JSCE-Turkey Section, Dr. Z.
Hasgur from ITU.

Topics of presentations include bridges, importance of earthquake and tsunami estimation, strategies to be
considered for future destructive events and behavior of radioactive materials from accident at nuclear plant.

Also, site visit to izmit Bay Suspension Bridge construction site was conducted next day, with a group of 25
participants.
