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The 6th CIVIL ENGINEERING CONFERENCE IN ASIA REGION: CECAR 6

The 6th Civil Engineering Conference in Asian Region (CECAR 6) was held
from August 20 to 22, 2013, in Jakarta, Indonesia. CECAR is a major activity of
Asian Civil Engineering Coordinating Council (ACECC) held on a triennial basis.
CECAR 6 was hosted by Indonesia Society of Civil and Structural Engineers.

The signing ceremony for Jakarta Protocol was held at the opening ceremony
on the first day of the conference. ACECC member societies agreed to take

responsibility in their performances for a sustainable future. The presidents of

each ACECC member society including Mr. Hashimoto, JSCE president, Eiki YAMAGUCH], Porf.
Mongolia Gr. Leader,;

attended the ceremony and signed the Protocol. (Photol)

The conference included major activities of keynote speeches, parallel
sessions and organized sessions. Prof. Yozo Fujino (The University of
Tokyo) was one of the keynote speakers and attracted substantial
audiences. Parallel sessions consist of research presentations based on
the papers accepted by the CECAR steering committee. 43 out of 239
presentations were made by the researchers in Japan. Organized
sessions were planned and operated by the ACECC member societies
and the ACECC technical committee. JSCE played a leading part in

organizing Asian Board Meeting, Tsunami session and Symposium on

Concurrently with this conference, JSCE held an exchange meeting with local civil engineers in Indonesia and a
technical tour to "Urgent Bali Beach Conservation Project”. Both were held with great success. Meantime, JSCE
signed cooperative agreement with Indonesia Society of Civil and Structural Engineers (Photo 3), and has renewed
the cooperative agreement with Nepal Engineers’ Association.

The upcoming 7th CECAR is to be hosted by American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE), in Hawaii, in 2016. The
ACECC flag was handed over to the next host at the closing ceremony. Prof. Yeung (ASCE) was appointed
Chairman of Executive Committee, and Dr. Kenichi Horikoshi (JSCE) was appointed Secretary General.

FY2013 JSCE Study Tour Grant

Since 1992, the Japan Society of Civil Engineers (JSCE) has been providing an
opportunity for foreign students and young engineers to experience a short stay in
Japan through the Study Tour Grant (STG) supported by the International Scientific
Exchange Fund (ISEF). This year, three undergraduate students were invited from
Vietnam (Mr. Pham Thanh Tung), Cambodia (Mr. Pich Chanvichet), and Pakistan (Mr.
Ali Bin Sohail) for the period between August 29 and September 7.

During their stay, they actively visited many sites, such as construction sites, research

institutes, universities, and the disaster site in Tohoku; their schedule was always Hiroshi TAKAGI, Prof.

They confessed to being profoundly impressed by Japan’s high standard of
quality control and civil engineering technology at the bridge and road
constructions sites managed by NEXCO EAST. They noted the importance
of fundamental research as well as state-of-the-art technology through the
tours to Public Works Research Institute and Kajima Research Institute.
They also visited Tokyo Institute of Technology, where they interacted with
Japanese and foreign students, exchanging stories on their daily lives and
talking about future dreams, among other things.

Furthermore, the tour this year included a visit to areas in Miyagi affected
by the Great East Japan Earthquake. Although tsunamis are less common
in their home countries, they were stunned when they saw a toppled
concrete building at one of the sites in Onagawa. One of the students
gravely conveyed his feeling of concern about future possible disasters in
his country after learning of the situation in Tohoku.

During the last three days of the tour, they participated in The 68th JISCE Annual Meeting held at Nihon University
and then attended the 15th International Summer Symposium, where they met many invited international
participants as well as key persons from JSCE international branches. They likewise joined the Workshop for Young
Engineers, where they engaged in discussions with many other young engineers on how civil engineers should
contribute to society. The convivial gathering that followed helped them collect fresh information on studying in
Japan from university faculty members as well as foreign students already studying in Japan.

As the organizers, we would be delighted if the tour could contribute to their future career by providing a broad vision
of the industry, anchored on the latest Japanese civil engineering technology. Finally, we wish to express our
gratitude to all our collaborators, who warmly welcomed their visit.

If they, say we want something solid and true, we
might want to open up ourselves and have “discussions.”
